1807 Robert E Lee is born in __Virginia_, Lee’s Father was Light Horse Henry Lee, a Revolutionary war hero, and good friend to George   Washington

1829 Lee Graduates second in his class at West  Point.  He is the first person to Graduate without any demerits, and is often given the nickname Marble   Model.

1831 Lee Marries Mary   Custis, a great granddaughter of Martha Washington.  

1846:  The Mexican-American War Begins

1847:  Lee serves under General Winfield Scott, and is promoted to brevet major
1852:  Lee becomes superintendent of West Point
1859:  Lee as a Colonel leads troops to put down the slave rebellion of John Brown
1861:  Lee is offered the job to be the commanding general of the Union army, but says no and offers his resignation to the Union

1861:  The Virginia Convention votes in favor of seceding from the Union.

1861:  Lee accepts commander of the naval forces of Virginia.  Virginia State forces become part of the Confederate forces.  Lee is then called to Richmond to serve as a military aid to Jefferson Davis.

1862: Lee is given command of the Army of Northern Virginia after Joseph E. Johnston is wounded.

1862:  Lee leads the army to victories at the Seven Day’s Battle, Second Bull Run, Fredericksburg, and Chancelorsville (Perhaps his greatest victory).  

1863:  Lee forces a stalemate at Antietam in Maryland, but loses a battle at Gettysburg in PA, in what is to be known as the turning point of the war.
1864:  Lee faces Grant in the Wilderness, at Spotsylvania, and at Cold Harbor.

June 18, 1864:  Lee’s army of Northern Virginia holds trenches in Petersburg, where Grant is moving in for the ultimate Victory

April 2, 1865:  The nine month siege of Petersburg ends with a victory for the Union Army of the Potomac
April 9, 1865:  Lee surrenders to Grant at Appomattox Courthouse.

0ctober 12, 1870: Lee dies at the age of 63 after suffering a stroke.
