VI. Procedure/Intro

a. Motivation

i. Over the past couple of days, we have been discussing the Revolutionary Period.  Today we will close the topic looking at how the Revolutionary impacted America.
ii. As an American, just imagine being David and defeating Goliath.  Now imagine being Great Britain, you were a National Powerhouse, but now your legacy is in jeopardy because you allowed a group of colonists defeat your powerful Army.  Now as an American you are now your own nation.

i. Students will be shown a PowerPoint recapping the Revolutionary Period.
ii. A short debate will take place on whether the students thought the Revolutionary War was just.

iii. Finally, students will fill in a blank timeline to cover the events that close the Revolutionary Period.
c. Closure

i. Students will fill in a concept map on what they think were the most important impacts of Revolutionary War
