III. Objectives

a. The Students will be able to manipulate data to draw conclusions on why America did go to war
b. The students will be able to identify some of the events that led to the Revolutionary War.

VI. Procedure/Intro

a. Intro/Motivation

i. I will tell the class that America did not just wake up one day and decide to go to war with Britain; instead it was a series of events that led to the American Revolution.

ii. Next I will show the students some of the pamphlets that were published by North American’s to motivate the American’s to dislike Great Britain.
b. Developmental Activities:

i. Students will then be given a timeline that has blanks on it for the students to fill in during the lecture.  The timeline will cover the major events from 1763-1775 that had played a part in the American Revolution

ii. Finally, Students will be broken up into four groups, one group will be given a pamphlet of the Stamp Act, the second group will be given a pamphlet of the Quartering Act, the third group will be given a pamphlet of the Tea Tax and the fourth group will be given a pamphlet of the Townsend Acts.  Each group will read their respective pamphlet and report to the class why the tax was enforced and what the colonists did to disobey it.

c. Closure:

i. The students are given a blank concept map where they fill in the major factors that led to the revolutionary period

VII. Adaptations: Howard has trouble seeing PowerPoint’s from where he sits, so he is moved to the front of the room, and he is also given a timeline with bigger font.  Jason has trouble hearing so he uses an aid where the teacher uses a wireless microphone, and the volume only affects the student.
VIII. Evaluation 

a. Teacher:  If the pamphlet presentation works, it will be used in all classes.
b. Student:  The students at the end of the unit will be given a test
IX. Follow Up:  Students will read pages 200-210 for next class because those pages focus on the colonial representatives at the second continental Congress and why they voted for independence, and during tomorrow’s class we will hold our own mock Second Continental Congress.
